General Course Information:
Course Description:
This blended learning course is designed to prepare the Ironworker to safely erect mass timber structures. This course will focus on the basics of mass timber construction, the benefits and limitations of mass timber construction, mass timber preconstruction practices, moisture control, site safety, and how to install mass timber products. The Ironworker will first complete a series of self-paced learning modules using the Learning Management System (LMS) and complete a course knowledge assessment. The Ironworker will then attend an 8-hour hands-on course to learn to erect and dismantle a mass timber construction mock-up.
Prerequisites:
Participants must be ironworker apprentices and journeymen. The participant must have completed the OSHA 10 or OSHA 30 course and must have completed the Ironworker rigging course or be a qualified rigger. 
Length of the Hands-on Component of the Course (minimum): 
8 hours 
Course Objectives:
Upon successful completion of this course, the participant demonstrate the ability to install mass timber construction products. 
Specifically, the participant will be able to:
· Identify the fundamentals of mass timber construction
· Identify the benefits of mass timber construction
· Identify the limitations of mass timber construction
· Identify mass timber preconstruction practices
· Identify principles of mass timber moisture control
· Demonstrate construction site safety best practices
· Prepare to install mass timber products
· Install mass timber products

Safety:
Safety is an integral component in all aspects of this course. Hazard awareness, safe procedures, and proper use of PPE will be emphasized in all classroom and hands-on instruction as appropriate.
